19 pandemic. Expansion of cinemas within the region, increase in ticket pricing by some circuits, as
well as a growing cinema-going culture, have been the paramount driving factors. Consequently, in
recovery, the industry realized 78% of its best revenue year so farin 2021, with cinemas still operating
at limited seating capacities and Ghana cinemas only operational for six months in the year,
accounting for 2.7% of box office revenues as against 10% in 2019.

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Comparing the three years, we see a similar trend in the first quarters. However, 2020 had the highest
revenue for January and February, as a result of the spill over of three Nollywood blockbusters from
December 2019 - Sugar Rush, Merry Men 2, and Your Excellency. In the rest months, we can also deduce a
similarity in pattern, as 2021 showed indications of recovery, with its September, October and December,
recording the highest performances amongst the three years. Particularly, we see that for September,
the box office realized 5% more revenue in 2021 than in 2019. Also, in December of 2021, we see revenue

go up by 15.8% compared to 2019 and 95% compared to 2020. Titles such as The Ghost & The Tout Too and
Shang Chi & The Legend of The Ten Rings (both released in September 2021), Spiderman: No Way Home,
ChristmasinMiamiand Aki&Pawpaw (all released in December 2021), played a major role in this feat.

Globally, major Hollywood blockbusters did not open in cinemas until May (Wrath of Man). Hence,
Anglophone West African cinemas mostly traded on Nollywood for the most part of the first quarter and
April. We see a significant improvement in revenues comparing growth between H1 and H2 in 2019 and
2021, thelatter realizing 41% morerevenuesin H2, whereas, in 2019, the improvement was only 2%.

Comparing Q4 amongst the three years, we also see an indication of recovery, as revenues in 2021
increased by 1.4% comparedto 2019 and 97% comparedto 2020.

Over the years, the West African box office has recorded its highest revenues in the fourth quarter, owing
to the release of notable Nollywood blockbusters. The fourth quarters have accounted for as much as
26% (aswasthe casein 2019),and have always crossed the 1.5 billion nairamark, since 2018.

However, the pandemic raised scares that the norm could change, especially considering the post-
lockdown shortfall in 2020. Nonetheless, the postponement of several Hollywood releases led to a

surplus of films in Q4 of 2021, consequently resulting in high patronage for cinemas. Particularly, in
December 2021, the West African box office realized #1billion,a15% increase from performance in 2019.

In a recent survey collating sample responses of over 1000 film lovers, drawn from
across 21 states in Nigeria, a few observations were indicative of the preferences of the
viewing populace, and could be useful in understanding the dynamics of the Nigerian
filmbusinessinthe nearest future.

The sample is based on responses from film-lovers at cinema locations, social media followers of
popular Nollywood actors, random WhatsApp groups, and a targeted audience of movie enthusiasts on
Instagram and Facebook, located in twenty-one states across Nigeria.

The selected states were based on cinema locations around the country; to get a balanced perspective
from movie enthusiasts who may be drawn to streaming but are also residents in cities where cinemas
arelocated.

Collection and collation of responses were achieved using Google Form, with a restriction against
multiple entries. Hence, charts and analytics are automated, strictly based on responses. The choice to
use the descriptive approach of adigital survey was based onthe need to accommodate responses from
subscribers of streaming and cinema-goers, who are both found on digital platforms and online tools.
Thedigitalapproachalso helpedto eliminate humanerrors.

The survey questions were structured based on notions deduced from conversations at online and
offline events, as well as feedback from online critics and film industry practitioners.

Responses were collected within seven weeks — December 10,2021 - January 31st, 2022.

Transforming Funding of
Africa’s Creative Sector



Amidst the focus on the African
creative industry as the new front
liner in global trade, funding has
become a crucial subject to
stakeholders. Hence, the recent
initiative by the African Import-
Export Bank (AFREXIM) to prioritize
the creative industry is well-lauded by
stakeholders.

In November of 2021, during the Intra
African Trade Summit, the bank
indicated in the course of the two-day
Creative Africa Nexus (CANEX)
segment, its intention to inject $500
million into the African creative
sector to help actualize its potential
to contribute to the GDP growth in
various African countries.

CANEX is one of the platforms the
bank is utilizing to connect to the
creative space in Africa. The 2021
edition of the Intra-African Trade Fair
was organized in collaboration with
the African Union and the African
Continental Free Trade Area
(AfCFTA).

Challenges
INn the Nigerian
Film Industry

Recently, stakeholders in the
Nigerian film industry have, Iin
conferences and other
professional seminars, identified
the critical challenges faced by
players in the ecosystem. Some
Issues raised include but are not
limited to;

State and Federal Censors Boards

There has recently been deliberations about the
jurisdictions of the NFVCB and state-owned
censors board. Resolution would help the ease of
doing businessinthe Nigerian filmindustry.

Diversity & Inclusion

Some filmmakers and practitioners are of the
opinion that the censors board needs to be more
flexible, to accommodate contents that promote
diversity and inclusion. However, the board has
made it clear that it is bound by the Laws of the
Federal Republic of Nigeria, and must continue to
upholdthe law.

Regulators for Digital Content Makers
Questions have arisen as to what government
institution should be the regulator for digital
content in the country. Apparently, both the
NFVCB (National Film & Video Censors Board) and
the NBC (National Broadcasting Commission)
believe that the sub-sector is within their
jurisdictions.
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Censorship VS Classification

Some filmmakers believe that the role of the
censors board should be ‘classification’ rather
than ‘censorship’ in accordance with standards in
several developed markets. There is also an
argument that censorship stifles the creativity of
filmmakers, conditioning them to tell stories in
particular ways, giving their approach a political
undertone.



Inkblot-Amazon Deal

Importance of Box Office performance to

streaming deals
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In December, Inkblot Studios became the first
Nigerian studio to sign a deal with streaming giant,
Amazon.

A key point to take away from the development is
the vibrancy of Inkblot Studios at the Nigerian box
office over the past five years, and its role in the
build-up to this much-celebrated feat. The
company has been instrumental to the
advancement of the Nigerian film industry through
its production collaborations, which have created
blockbusters such as The Wedding Party films, New
Money, and Quam’s Money, amongst others. It has
also produced independents such as The Set-Up,

The Arbitration, Up North, etc., films that have done
exceptionally well at the box office.

Thus, it can be said that the company built a brand
and well-proven impact on the market through

cinema releases, which became a springboard to
itsrecentaccolade.

It is easy to see that, for an evolving film market
such as Nigeria, the role of cinemas in the
development of the ecosystem cannot be
overemphasized. Theatrical runs create the
perfect opportunity for filmmakers/film
companies to establish their hold on the market
and achieve quantifiable results, which could help
foreign partners understand the value and
potential of films. Box office results are solid
indicators of the potential of films and filmmakers.

This factor has also played out in several other
international deals recently seen in the market,
where companies and persons such as Ebonylife
and Kunle Afolayan, have successfully inked deals
with Netflix, after building value at the box office.

“The production costs

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How would you describe the Nigerian content
market in terms of value for foreign
investment?

It is definitely a huge local market with the largest
population in Africa; naturally the most potential
film market in Africa. Also, a very huge advantage
of Nigerian films is its global popularity both on
VOD and in cinemas, which adds another level of
protection on potentialinvestmentreturn.

What are the possibilities or potential of
Nollywood content in penetrating the global
market and where do the opportunities lie?

Nollywood contents show great potential in terms
of penetrating the global market. They have several
factors in their favor, such as English-speaking
talents, being Africa's largest local market,
originating from a free and active creative
environment, e.t.c.

| think that Nollywood must make a signature
move to get the attention of the international
audience.Take the three most internationally-
popular content creation regions in Asia as an
example - China has its Kongfu and action, Japan
has its animated content, Korea has its K-pop.
Nollywood needs to create its catch point based on
itsadvantages and disadvantages.

For example, when Japan was promoting its
creative industry to the world, a key disadvantage
was that international audiences were not so used
to Asians being the lead actors yet, and were not
familiar with the Asian culture either. So, their
answer to that was to create animations based on
international stories and with animated characters
from different races. Many ofMiyazaki



Hayao'sanimations have European-styled castles
and characters with blonde hairs but always tell the
stories in very Japanese ways so that the audience
has something new and something they are
familiar with, to watch and feel alien.

The Koreans faced the same difficulties when
promoting their own culture in the international
market. But, they took a different path, which | call
"The Koreanization of Hollywood". Take the most
recently popular Netflix series -Squid Gameas an
example, the rhythm of storytelling, the camera
language; it is Korean a content made in a very
Hollywood way. They could do this because they
have many talents trained in the US due to the
closerelationship between both countries.

What challenges should investors look out for,
and how would you suggest they can be
tackled?

There is a high potential investment-return ratio
compared to the other markets. The production

costs of Nigerian films are at the lower end, but the
distribution channels are diversified. Nollywood
contents are not distributed in Africa alone but in
many other countries, and their popularity on VOD
platforms is rapidly increasing, as well. In the eyes
of a Chinese film investor, the Nigerian market is
very similar to the Hong Kong market of the 80s
and 90s. Some of the films might have relatively
low budgets, but the market is growing at a very
fast pace. Worthy of mention is the quality - acting
and stories are alsoimproving rapidly.

Unstable exchange rate — It is a challenge but can
be managed by making financial plans, soliciting
the assistance of local banking partners, adopting
effective fund-fluctuation hedging strategies, and
improved participation from the Nigerian Central
Bank. These could improve the availability of
currencies at a lower rate and make the market
more attractive, as investors' concerns on foreign
exchange risks would reduce significantly.

We see the performance tables of both markets featuring similar Hollywood films. However, Nigeria
has four local titles making the list, which indicates the appetite of its consumers for local content in
cinemas, as well as the competitiveness between Nollywwod and Hollywood at the Nigerian box office.

With Anglophone West Africa only having 33% of Southern Africa’s screen capacity, it realized 38% of
its gross for the Top 10 performing films. This is a pointer to a slight variance in indices such as

attendance and ATP (average ticket price).

We also see that the Anglophone West Africa region (dominated by Nigeria) realized 53% of Southern
Africa Gross Box Office (GBO) with only 33% of its seating capacity. This shows the potential of the

Nigerian box office with expansion of cinemas.
